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Abstract: This paper discusses the curriculum
content and current trends in continuing
professional development for English language
teachers (n=580) in secondary schools in
2014 at the Institute of Teacher’s Professional
Development. The needs analysis (n=814)
conducted in 2013 revealed that the majority of
teachers (n=413) was eager to improve both the
self-competence and professional competence
in in-service teacher training programs. After
administering TOEIC (Test of English for
International Communication) (n=500), test
takers’ mean TOEIC listening comprehension
score was 188 out of 495 and mean TOEIC
reading comprehension score was 143 out of
495. In other words, mean total TOEIC score
of secondary school teachers was 331 out of
990. Based on the needs analysis in 2013 and
TOEIC scores in 2014, the 24-hour-lecture and
24-hour-workshop were conducted by native
English teachers. It focused on developing
teachers’ knowledge of three key areas —
standard, methodology and English language
skills. Teachers were also encouraged to actively
reflect on their own prior learning and teaching
experience.
